Trails on this ride vary from easy to  moderately 
challenging with extended climbs on fire roads 
and trails. If you have questions about the level of 
conditioning your horse needs to complete these rides, 
please call  Marina Eisenzimmer at 415-488-0950.

Riders will depart in small groups beginning at 
10:00 AM. Detailed trail maps will be provided, plus 
expert tips on routes and landmarks.   A gourmet BBQ 
will be served at Willow Tree Stables from 1 to 3 PM.  
Horse and human water will be available.

DIRECTIONS: From Highway 101, take the San Marin-
Novato exit, heading west. San Marin becomes Sutro. 
Turn right on Vineyard Road. Willow Tree Stables is at 
end of Vineyard, approx. 5 miles from Highway 101. 
Rig parking available.

Veterinarian Dr. Debby Proctor will be onsite. Water will 
be available for horses and riders.

Helmets are strongly recommended. No dogs, 
anywhere. Juniors are welcome but MUST wear 

approved helmet, have a release form signed 
by parent or guardian, and ride with an adult 
sponsor. No stallions, ponied horses or riding 
double. Saddles, bridle or hackamore required. 
Bring a halter and tie rope to carry on your horse. 
No smoking along the trail. Please respect private 
property rights, parkland regulations and the 
serenity of other trail users.
